Within the remains of the
old City Wall, one can find the Norman Cathedral and
Castle, the famous mustard shop, mediaeval
buildings, cobbled streets, a colourful market and East
Anglia’s premier shopping centre. 
Day 5: Sadly after Breakfast we bid farewell to Great
Yarmouth and begin our journey homeward.

Set in the heart of the
Stour Valley, an area of

outstanding natural
beauty, is the ancient
market town of Sudbury,
birthplace of the artist
Gainsborough. Sudbury is
our base for this tour
featuring many contrasting
and varied aspects of East
Anglia, from the colleges
of Cambridge to the
smugglers haunts of the
coast. A tour with
something for everyone.

Monday 13th: Depart from your home area
travelling to East Anglia and arriving late afternoon at
Mill Hotel Sudbury for 4 nights stay.

Dating back to medieval times, the town has many
ancient and historic town centre buildings. From here
we drive to the University City of Cambridge where
we have time to explore the famous colleges and
obtain lunch before leaving for the historic City of Ely,
with its beautiful Cathedral, known as the ‘Ship of the
Fens’. We have time here before returning via
Newmarket, with its many racing connections.
Thursday 16th: Our day begins with a ride to
historic Lavenham with its many colourful and old
buildings. After a break we continue to Bury St.
Edmunds, famous for its stunning Abbey Gardens

surrounding the
Abbey ruins.
Nearby is the Angel Hotel, where Dickens had Mrs
Pickwick stay, and the Nutshell pub, the smallest in
Britain. From here we continue into rural Suffolk and
the village of Steeple Bumpstead where we visit the
Chocolate Lady and enjoy a delightful demonstration
in the art of producing hand made chocolates. We
return through the pretty Suffolk villages of Clare and
Cavendish, with pastel coloured houses, thatched
roofs, antique shops and art galleries to Long Melford
and Sudbury.
Friday 17th: After breakfast we leave and begin our
journey home.

Friday 25th: Travelling across country before arriving
at the Marks Tey hotel for check-in
Saturday 26th: A full day excursion visiting
Christchurch Mansion, a red brick Tudor house set
amid lovely parkland close to the centre of Ipswich.
The mansion houses a museum showcasing fine art
and period furniture, as well as a modern art gallery
with changing exhibitions. Christchurch holds large
collections of art by well-known Suffolk painters such
as Thomas Gainsborough and John Constable.
Christchurch Park has been open to the public since
the 18th century for a variety of events, and is now a
popular place for public events such as concerts, art

fairs, and the like. The Park features an arboreta, a bird
reserve, croquet lawns, a bowling green, tennis courts
and children’s play areas. We continue to the time warp
seaside town of Aldeburgh, little changed for many
years and internationally famous for its association with
the Aldeburgh Festival begun by Benjamin Britten.
Returning via the Maltings at Snape, set on the banks of
the River Alde in the evocative Suffolk landscape, a
remarkable collection of 19th century buildings.
Sunday 27th: We begin our day with an insight into
Constable, including the birthplace of the famous
painter at East Bergholt, an unspoilt village with many
fine old houses and cottages. We also take in the little
hamlet of Flatford Mill, a favourite landscape subject

and soak up the
scenes of Rural England at first hand. Also visiting
Dedham complete with its 131ft church tower and
more Constable links. Afterwards we visit Roman
Colchester, the oldest town in England.
Monday 28th: We return home after breakfast via
Lavenham, described as the best preserved medieval
town and where you might enjoy a drink in the
historic Old Bar of The Swan where one of the walls
is signed by British and American airmen stationed at
Lavenham Airfield during World War II.
